1. Introductions / apologies

2. Approval of Minutes from last meeting on Tuesday 20 December 2023

3. Matters Arising from Minutes, if not covered below
JS and Craig Newcombe meet and discussed the safety issues submitted to Louise McCaul from National Highways. JS invited Louise to the meeting but she declined but she did say she would share any updates when she receives them from her colleagues. 
4. Future plans for Ryedale Cycle Forum and GetRyedaleCycling.com website, with the new North Yorkshire Council
JS reiterated the fact that the NYC restructure is due shortly but would carry on until told any different from management.
5. Linking market towns, North York Moors National Park, and Howardian Hills National Landscape.

a) Malton - Pickering route, also approved Cycle route on former Pickering Showfield 
JS shared some data from the cycle counters, showing some particularly high numbers at times. JS explained that Q-Free are continuing to resolve the issues and if needed, a manual count would be undertaken to compare.

AF asked if data could be gathered using trail cameras which are triggered by movement. They photograph any motion as it happens but did say it would take someone to go through the data afterwards. MP suggested putting some in the trees at some point as they are relativity cheap to buy. 

AF volunteered some Velo members if data was needed to compared against the counters. 

MP added that its important to get accurate data which will prove usage when going for grants.  
b) Route developments within Malton and Norton, and rail service developments, 
No updates 

c) Hovingham – Malton Paths for Everyone 
JS updated the group with regards the WSP scoping exercise is complete and that an application is going to the Area Constituency Committee for additional monies for feasibility and potential route designs for the whole route, including Kirkbymoorside – Helmsley. 

 MP added he has got support in principle from various groups including NHS social prescribing groups, Malton Town Council, Pickering Town Council, Norton Town Council, Lady Lumley’s School and people have generally been supportive.
JS mentioned the Ceilidh fund raising night at Kirkbymoorside Memorial Hall on Saturday and encouraged people to get tickets.   
d) Pickering – Dalby Forest - Scarborough links
JS mentioned that Dominic Barry and herself have contacted the cycle providers with regards the option of modal travel with Moorsbus and will confirm a steering group meeting date once Dominic is back from annual leave. 
e) Pickering Cycle Hub & Pickering CIC update
MP mentioned railings have fallen of Gas House Bridge (on Vivis Lane) and has reported it to Pickering Town Council and NYC staff. The ownership of land is Northern Gas Network. MP would like this to be included on the definitive map as a bridleway, which would link both sides of the beck. This will be actioned by PTC. 
With thanks to North York Moors National Park, CB said two e-bike chargers will be fitted by the end of March. One will be at Dalby Cycle Hub and one behind Big Bear Bikes. 

CB and JS have been contacting schools and the outcome is that balance bikes will be bought for 4 junior/primary school and school staff will be trained to deliver Balanceability. 

ROOSE have started a series of cycle maintenance sessions with funding from the CIC. They held an open day to attract pupils. During holidays, led rides will be also be delivered.  

CB said the pump track have secured some Rural Capital Funding and are hoping to get the contractors on site once the weather improves. A pump track open day on Sunday 14 July will combine with Pickering Picnic in the Park, and activities are been planned to promote cycling, including accessible bikes, BMX display, Smoothie Bike and any other ideas which come forward. 
f) Pickering – Kirkbymoorside – Helmsley
JS shared Helen Gundry’s message, asking for people to take or help clear branches near Harome Road Bridge, Helmsley, due to the Ash dieback. 
g) Castle Howard Cycling development ideas & Malton – Howardian Hills National Landscape – York links
MP said Michael Cleary had manged to contact Jasper Hasell at Castle Howard, who are still interested in developing cycling but have had no time to take anything forward.   
AC mentioned that grants are available from Howardian Hills Grants & Project Funds | Guidance for Application | Howardian Hills . He suggested the grants could fund cycle racks, cycle repair/maintenance stations, e-bike charging points and asked that the grants are to be considered where there are related/existing projects. 

The area covered by these grants include Ampleforth, Nunnington, Swinton, Broughton, Terrington, Welburn, Malton, Hovingham, Slingsby as these are considered part of the Howardian Hills National Landscape area and/or their community.
